Harris Institute Shrinks

The college has accepted up to 50 students 3
times per year for 20 years. Starting in March
2010 enrollment capacity will be reduced to 42
per program start. “We have witnessed class
size being a critical predictor of educational
outcomes,” says the college’s John Harris.
“The 16% decrease achieves the optimal class
sizes.” Tuition increases of 6% will occur in
November 2010, 2011 and 2012.
